
General Information on Hours and Restrictions
Minors under the age of 18 are prohibited from the following work related activities

· House-to-house sales

· Cooking and baking

· Operating and cleaning meat slicers

· Any power-driven machinery

· Construction

· Manufacturing

· Public messenger

· Amusement parks

· Loading and unloading works

· Ladders and scaffolds, including window washing

· Maintenance and repair in gas stations

· Regular driving of motor vehicles to make deliveries (pizza)

· Work in freezers, meat coolers and preparing meat for sale

· Working alone past 8 p.m. without supervision by someone 18 years or older who is on the premises at all times

Hours-14 to 15 year olds

· During school week you may work 

· 3 hours/day (Sat. & Sun. 8 hours/day), 16 hours/week, 6 days/week

· You may begin at 7 a.m. and quit no later than 7 p.m.

· During the non-school week you may work

· 8 hours/day, 40 hours/week, 6 days/week

· You may begin at 7 a.m. and quit no later than 7 p.m. 

Hours-16 to 17 year olds

· During school week you may work

· 6 hours/day (Fri.-Sun. 8 hours/day), 28 hours/week, 6 days/week

· You may begin at 7 a.m. and quit no later than 10 p.m.

· During the non-school week you may work

· 8 hours/day, 48 hours/week, 6 days/week

· You may begin at 5 a.m. and quit no later than 12 p.m.
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
