PLANNING A STUDENT LED CONFERENCE

HOW SHOULD YOU ORGANIZE YOUR STUDENT LED CONFERENCE?

Here is a sample outline for a Student Led Conference. You don’t need to cover every point in this outline, but make sure you answer the three questions listed below. Take notes on the back of this page to help you prepare for your conference.

You will have about 15 minutes for your conference. Plan to speak for about 10-12 minutes, and leave the rest of the time for introductions and questions.

Introduction

· Introduce your parents, guardians, or other guests to your advisory teacher
· Introduce yourself to anyone you do not know
· Thank everyone for attending
Explain the Purpose of the Conference

Explain that the purpose of the conference is to answer three questions:
1. Who am I?

2. Where am I going?

3. How am I going to get there?

Personal & Social Development (Who am I?)

You should show and discuss at least three things from your PDP

· Discuss what’s most important to you:

· Activities you do in your free time

· Activities at school

· Your contributions to the larger community (volunteer service)

· Explain what you’ve accomplished this year that is important to you (Best Works, Awards)

Career Development (Where am I going?)

You should show and discuss at least three things from your PDP

· What do you want to do after high school? What are your interests? (Personal Career Plan)
· What have you accomplished so far and what are your goals? (Resume, Applications)
Academic Development (How am I going to get there?)

You should show and discuss at least three things from your PDP

· Discuss your classes and teachers (Best Works)

· Which classes have you enjoyed? 

· Which have been the most challenging? Why?

· Explain your plans to improve academically (Roadmap to Success, Student Learning Plan, Academic History, Attendance History)

· Discuss the classes you plan to take next year and discuss why you want to take these classes

Ask your guests if they have questions for you

· Listen carefully to their questions

· Answer respectfully, and as completely as you can
