· Discuss your test scores (Refer to High School Student Learning Plan)

· Discuss your attendance and its connection to your grades (Refer to My Roadmap to Success and Attendance Printout)

· Discuss your grades and GPA (Refer to My Roadmap to Success - Academic History)

· Discuss credits earned to date (Refer to My Roadmap to Success - Academic History)

· Explain whether or not you are on track to graduate (Refer to Academic History)

· Discuss your academic strengths and areas for improvement (Refer to My Roadmap to Success)

· Discuss how your goals will prepare you for next year (Refer to My Roadmap to Success  - Goal-Setting and Goal Starters)

· Explain how school and family support can help you to accomplish your goals (Refer to My Roadmap to Success, school strategies for each goal area and family support section)

· Explain courses needed for next year (Refer to Forecasting Sheet, My Three Year Plan and My Roadmap to Success)

· Have your parent/guardian sign-off on My Roadmap to Success and Forecast sheet

· Discuss your career plan and pathway (Refer to Personal Career Plan)

· Explain your plans for beyond high school (Refer to Personal Career Plan)

	My Best Work – 3 minutes


· Reflect on your samples of Best Work using the Vancouver School District Best Work Reflection Guide

· Explain how these samples demonstrate your competency towards meeting one or more of the Washington State Learning Goals

	My Accomplishments – 2 minutes


· Explain how these activities and/or accomplishments match your interests and will help towards meeting your goals

	Other – 1 minute


· Explain any additional information or supporting documents you may have added to your Portfolio

	Career Preparation – 2 minutes


· Go over your resume and references and explain why it is important to have a resume and keep it updated

	Conclusion – 2 minutes
