And then 
my sister calls and tells me that my 21 year old daughter is my parents’ best friend, and I watch 
Naseeb Bhangal move 2000 of her classmates into a frenzy of school spirit, and I hear Eric Price 
play the National Anthem on his sax and I remember why. Children, our own and those we care 
about, make this world a better place to be. Each of them has unique talents and gifts that deserve 
to be discovered and nurtured so that they can reach their potential and enrich the lives of others. 
 

We are lucky at Skyview. We are surrounded by students who on a daily basis give it their all. We 
have league championships, scholarships, trophies and heart wrenching stories to prove it. 
 

It’s November. It’s good to be reminded why it is so important to give thanks.

Athletic Academic Eligibility 
 

To be eligible to compete during a sports season, the student must meet the minimum WAA requirements (listed be-
low) at the end of the previous semester/trimester. An athlete whose grades are below the minimum may turn out and 
participate in practices, but are not eligible to enter a competition until the official grade check is done 5 weeks after 
the start of season.  
 
WIAA has toughened their policy on academic eligibility and is expecting schools to do grade checks more frequently, 
not just at the end of the two semesters. Skyview is monitoring our athlete's academic status  at progress report time 
during each quarter and on the quarter report cards. This meets with the revised wording in the WIAA handbook ask-
ing for checks approximately every 5 weeks; the expectation always existed at the State level that athletes would not 
be participating in contests if their grades dropped below the listed WIAA minimums but the wording in past years had 
not clearly expressed that. Article 18.6.2 in the WIAA Handbook now addresses this expectation. 
 
The grades shown on the previous semester's report card are used for initial academic eligibility clearance, but athletes 
are expected to maintain satisfactory status throughout the season in order to continue to participate in contests. The 
WIAA has increased their standards.  Students must pass 5 classes in a 6 period schedule.  The Vancouver 
School District requires the WIAA minimum standards.  
   
An athlete who falls below the minimum requirement on any progress or grade report will be ineligible for competition 
until they bring up the necessary number of classes to a passing level.

Health reminder to parents 
 

As the school year begins, please help us keep our students well and safe.  To avoid illnesses, including the 
H1N1 Swine Flu virus, please remind your children of basic ways to stop the spread of germs and stay healthy.

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SCOLIOSIS SCREENING 
 

As of 7/26/2009 our state legislature has repealed the mandate to screen all 
public school children for scoliosis. Since School Nurses will no longer be 
screening students we wanted to send you an update on identification of sco-
liosis. If you have any concerns about your child please call Polly, Skyview’s 
School Nurse, and she will be happy to screen your child and make the appro-
priate referral to a Licensed Health Care Provider as needed. 
 

Scoliosis of the spine is an abnormal curve of the spine with a rotational de-
formity. This means that the spine turns on its axis like a corkscrew. Most sco-
liosis goes undetected and does not cause any problems. Occasionally scolio-
sis is bad enough that bracing or surgery is indicated.  
 

The symptoms of scoliosis are uneven musculature on one side of the spine. 
This may look like a rib hump, a prominent shoulder blade, one shoulder being 
higher than the other or an uneven hip. Pain is occasionally considered a 
symptom of scoliosis. 
 

Most symptoms of scoliosis are picked up by parents or during a well-child 
visit.  Again, if you have any concerns that your child may have scoliosis 
please call Skyview and talk to Polly, our School Nurse.  

One-hour late start provides time for Professional Learning Communities 
 

This year Vancouver Public Schools began a Professional Learning Community (PLC) in 
each school.  A one-hour late start every other week provides time necessary for teachers 
to collaborate with one another to meet student needs and improve student learning.   
 

Educators in the PLCs work together to assure that students are not just taught, but that 
they actually learn.  Research shows that significant learning gains may be achieved if 
time is provided for educators to work together. 
 

Four questions drive the work of educators in PLCs: 

What do we expect students to learn? 

How will we know when they have learned it? 

How will we respond when they don’t learn? 

How will we respond when they already know it?  
 

According to many education experts, the development of Professional Learning Commu-
nities is the most promising strategy to help all students achieve high academic standards.
